Social Entrepreneurs Ireland was set up to support social entrepreneurs in their early stages 
of development and offers a range of supports including financial assistance, training, 
mentoring and access to a growing network of other social entrepreneurs. To date, Social 
Entrepreneurs Ireland has supported forty nine innovators across the island of Ireland, 
committing over €1.4 million in direct funding to their projects. Among the projects support by 
Social Entrepreneurs Ireland include projects on suicide prevention; sustainable tourism; the 
provision of computers and computer skills training for schools and colleges in Africa; 
integration of ethnic minorities in Ireland through sport; mental illness; social exclusion; a 
Travellers’ Theatre Company and a project to bring music to every primary schoolchild in 
Ballyfermot and beyond.  
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
